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SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS:

1. Application must be completed in full.

Your essay must be attached to your application.

3. Your submission must include a letter of recommendation from a high school teacher,
guidance counselor or a school administrator, confirming graduation and GPA.
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The Scholarship Committee of the Jerry Malloy Negro League
Committee will review all the applications and make ONE selection.

The scholarship winners will be notified by July 15, 2024.
